We have an exciting day in store for Teme class and have booked a trip to the Almonry Museum in Evesham for a
full day workshop on The Battle of Evesham. This is to support our learning on our Local History study. Although
the Almonry Museum itself is currently undergoing refurbishment, we still have access to the workshops via
Evesham Town Hall.

The day will consist of four
workshops including:

e Arms and Armour (looking at the weaponry and armour used in the battle)

Very good
at explaining the who’s-who of the conflict).

We shall leave school and travel by coach to arrive at the museum for 10.00 a.m. and return by the end of the
school day. The children will need to wear school uniform, take a waterproof coat, a small backpack and bring a
packed lunch.
